 Planning Board Meeting- February 14, 2008

Chairperson Richard Maloney opened the meeting.

Attendance-

Present-DeBlock, Egan, Ernst, Mahon, McGovern, O’Malley, Ryan, Maloney. 

Absent- Davey, Maxwell, Placitella.

Also, present- Planning Board Attorney John Canton, Charles Rooney, Planning Board Engineer, and Planning Board secretary Cliff Brautigan.

Chairman Richard Maloney announced that an application submitted by Frank Lurch, for the property located at 515 Main Street, would be held over for the March meeting at the request of the applicant. The request was made by a letter from Attorney George McGill. 

Chairman Richard Maloney announced that the application for Michael Caringi of 400 First Ave., will be held over for the March meeting at the request of Mr. Caringi.  Attorney Gregory Valla was present to make this request.     

The only hearing for this meeting was an application from Thomas and Concetta Cannon of 401 Sylvania Ave to construct a new residence replacing the one destroyed by fire this past January.

Attorney Carton swore in Mr. Cannon, Mrs. Cannon, and builder William Scharfenberger.

Mr. Cannon   explained that due to the fire of on January 21, 2008, the only alternative is to replace the house with a new modular home, as the agreement with the insurance company would require the home be completed in a six-month period.  In addition, the insurance money limited what could be constructed. 

William Scharfenberger, the contractor, outlined the proposed new residence explaining the location of the home as it relates to the set backs for this location on both Sylvania  and Fourth Ave. He also answered questions from board members concerning the set backs, height of the new home, garage, and cellar.

Engineer Rooney gave his report outlining the application. Explanations to the report and questions from board members were answered by the builder. 

When the meeting was opened to the public for comments the following resident asked to be heard.

1. Doug Carter of 402 Garfield Ave. spoke in favor of the application and asked that it be approved.

2. Ms. Patton of Garfield Ave. felt it was an application that should be approved.

3.  Pat Scanlon, a neighbor, also felt the application was reasonable and that it be approved.

After comments from board members a motion was made.
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Motion by Mahon, second by Ryan, that the application is approved as submitted with the following stipulations and conditions.


1.    A variance is granted for lot size since the existing lot does not contain the required 7000 square feet.

            2.    (A) A variance is granted for the front yard on Sylvania Ave. 


       (B) A variance is granted for the rear yard set backs, as this lot is undersized. 

3.    A variance is granted for the building separation between the residence and the         accessory building (garage) as 25 feet is required and 6 feet 2inches is proposed.

4.   A building lot coverage of 46.5% will be allowed.

5.   The air conditioning  unit will be allowed in  the front yard of this house as this  

       location would be less likely to disturb any neighbors.


6    The height of the proposed residence will comply and the pitch of the roof shall be no 


       less then a pitch of 7 by 12.


7.    The location of the garage will be moved 3 feet to the west, and a bilco door will be

                   allowed to provide access to the cellar. If this requires a variance for impervious  

                   coverage of over 50% it will be allowed. 


8.    A foundation survey will be provided to the construction code office. 


9.  After construction, subject to the discretion of the Construction Code Official, the 

                   sidewalks fronting the property along Fourth Ave. and Sylvania Ave. will be repaired 

                    and/or replaced as needed.


10.  Prior to construction, the applicant will submit six (6) sets of revised plans showing all 


       stipulations and changes agreed to for final approval by the Planning Board Engineer 

 
      and the Planning Board Attorney.
