Mayor asks if anyone would like to be heard?

Mayor asks department heads for updates in their departments:
Charlie Rooney – cell tower bid is advertised for bid opening March 6th.  Improvements to water plant are moving forward.  Sylvan Lake dredge is on hold pending an extension of the grant by the DEP.

Jeff Bramhall – reminded Sylvania Ave. residents to observe the alternate side of the street parking during snow storms.

Karl Klug – on Wed. morning, 3 manholes around the grammar school are going to be replaced.
Mayor Mahon – a study was done on consolidation of police dispatch.  Our plan at this point is that we have decided to delay moving into any kind of agreement with Neptune City and we will so advise them.  What we are planning to do, based on a report submitted by the Police Dept., is to expand our own dispatch system either via an additional part time crew or even looking into the possibility or some full time dispatchers.  There is an additional cost to go forward with this plan, but using part time people the cost is not that expensive.

Commissioner Gorman – the additional cost by going with additional part timers and full timers and increasing the wages to be more commensurate with other towns are offset by the fact of putting the patrolmen back on the street.  So instead of paying a patrolman with an average salary of $80,000 to sit behind the desk, you’re going to pay somebody about 25% of that to sit behind that desk while the patrolman is out on the street.

Commissioner McGovern – have been talking for months about rehabbing the pool.  It has been brought to my attention that it is going to take a substantial amount of time to improve on the plans. 

We are looking into a master plan for Sylvan Lake to rehab the entire area.  Currently have a proposal from one landscape architect and are awaiting two more.

The website test site is up and running and should be up by the end of the march.

Leo Fink – didn’t we just fix the wall in the last couple of years?  Comm. McGovern – the wall is listing in some areas and falling down in others.

Comm. Gorman – announced the Avon Little League fundraiser on March 15th in the Municipal Building with music by the Pat Roddy Band.  On March 8th the Fire Dept. will hold an Irish Night Out in the Municipal Building.
