Mayor announces that the Board of Commissioner’s meeting scheduled for August 11, 2008 is rescheduled for Tuesday, August 12th.

Mayor announces that Central Jersey Blood Center will be holding a blood drive here in Avon on August 12th from 6:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m.  The location will be the rear of the Municipal Building.
Mayor asks if anyone would like to be heard?

Comm. McGovern said that the website is 70% completed, feed back from residents is encouraged.

Comm. Gorman thanked the Board of Education for the use of the air conditioned room in their building.

Wally French – said that the Blood Drive signs taped up on the buildings on the boardwalk are very unattractive.

Linda Henderson – asked about the No Fishing signs that were put up.

Mr. Gallagher – said that there has always been an ordinance on the books for No Fishing from any of the bulkheads – 1, 2, 3, 4 & 5 Aves.  There has always been some leniency on this, but it has become a huge nuisance with people there early in the AM and late at night, using the guardrail to cut bait and not cleaning up after themselves, it smells.  Some residents have complained about the increased presence of rodents in the area.

Mrs. Henderson doesn’t agree with any of this.  Comm. Gorman said he has received complaints from other residents.

Mrs. Henderson says that there is a state law that supersedes our ordinance that allows access to tidal waters.

Mr. Gallagher stated that we have many areas where we provide public access – we don’t allow fishing, sailing, launching a kayak, swimming.  Access & activity are 2 different things.  We provide public access to all those areas, we are just limiting the activities because it has become a public nuisance.  I went there on Fri. and it was a mess.

Mrs. Henderson asked about the $18,000 that Mayor Mahon had to pay the town as part of his CAFRA permit.  Isn’t that for public access?

Mr. Gallagher – we will use it for public access when we attempt to purchase 2 Main St.  There will be as much public access as possible on the river.  There will be fishing, kayaking, picnicking – everything you can’t do on 1, 2, 3, 4, & 5 Aves. We are acting on a Borough Ordinance that is on the books after receiving complaints from residents.
